A Group of GPs who agree to undertake particular activities as part of the Aged Care GP Panels Initiative.

GP:
Means General Practitioner.

Outcomes based payment:
Payment to a GP for completion and achieving an identified panel outcome, for example, the development of a quality improvement tool for the care of residents of aged care homes.
